The 

services will involve a series of planning initiatives that will culminate with the following 

Comprehensive Plans – Identified as Required Services: Facilities Master Plan, Infrastructure 

Assessment, 2023 Campus Design Guidelines, and AiM Space Inventory Data and CAD Floorplans 

Update.  The term of the agreement shall be five years.
